Income Supplement (GIS);

e Spouses Allowance to Old Age Security;

e Over 65 years — would quality for OAS and
GIS except having less than 10 years residency
in Canada;

¢ Income Assistance (60-64 years); or

¢ Income Assistance for persons with a disability

Riding the Bus

Bus Seating Courtesy
Public transit serves everyone on a first to board basis.

Cowichan Valley Transit extends a special thank you to
our customers who give up their seats for people with
disabilities or mobility challenges.

The seating courtesies are:

1. Customers who use wheelchairs, scooters, pediatric
strollers or other mobility aids

2. The elderly and customers with a disability or
mobility issue
3. Customers with baby strollers

Strollers on Board

The parent or guardian is required to hold onto the
stroller during the trip. Strollers must be kept clear of
the aisles. The aisle is considered to be the width of
the distance between the normal seats, not the width
of the accessible area.

Strollers should be collapsible. When wheelchair
positions are occupied or required by another customer,
the customer should be able to fold the stroller, move

to another seat and store the stroller between the seats.
When space is available, the child can remain in the
stroller. Position the stroller in an unoccupied wheelchair
location. The stroller’s brakes should be set, but the
restraining straps are not required.

Bike Racks

Bike racks are designed to assist longer commutes.
Instructions on how to use the racks are posted right on
the bike racks. Bike racks on a Community Bus can only
be used during daylight hours as bikes can block the
headlights.

Pets on Board

Only small fur-bearing and feathered pets contained in
secure, clean, hand-held cages are permitted on the
bus. Cages (hard or soft shell) must be small enough
to fit on the owner’s lap.

Parcels

For safety reasons, please place your luggage, bags,
sporting equipment and other belongings on your lap or
on the floor where it will not obstruct the aisle or other
customers.

Passenger Responsibility

Waiting for the Bus: Make sure you are in clear view
of the driver and waiting by the bus stop sign.

Getting on the Bus: Have your fare ready or your bus
pass ready to present to the driver. If you are eligible for
a discounted fare, please display your ID.

Passenger Safety

For your safety, you may board the bus only at
designated bus stops.

To request a stop, ring the bell early enough so that your
driver can stop safely. Last-minute stops are dangerous
for passengers and other vehicles on the road.

After you disembark, wait until the bus pulls away
from the curb. You will then have a clear view of any
oncoming traffic before crossing the street.

When it is dark, it is difficult to see people at bus
stops, especially along unlit roads. Please take safety
precautions by wearing light-coloured or reflective
clothing, and by carrying a flashlight.

Do not carry combustible materials, like wet cell
batteries, cans of gasoline, or propane on the bus.

Bus Stops in Rural Areas

In rural areas with no designated bus stops, the bus
driver will stop for “flag stops”. When you want to catch
the bus, find a safe location along the route and wave
the bus down.

A safe location is one where the bus driver can see you
and where the bus can easily pull off the road, such as a
postal box area.

Make sure you are visible, especially at night. Carry a
flashlight, or stand in a well-lit area. Wearing clothing
with reflective material will help you to be seen.

This works the same for getting off the bus. Ask the
driver to find a safe place to stop close to where you
wish to get off.
