Guide Dogs and Service Dogs h
BC Transit welcomes guide and service dogs on our
buses for persons with disabilities in accordance to the
Guide Dog and Service Dog Act (GDSDA) and the BC
Human Rights Code. You will not be asked to provide
GDSDA certification; however, when coming on board
with a guide dog or service dog, the dog must be on
leash or wearing a harness and not occupy a seat.
Emotional Support or Therapy dogs are not covered

under the GDSDA, therefore, they are not permitted
on BC Transit vehicles.
